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The different postoperative infection rate of Buried-suture Double-eyelid Blepharoplasty
between subcutaneous and subconjunctival.
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MAbstract

In Japan, Buried-suture Double-eyelid Blepharoplasty is a well known cosmetic surgery op-
eration because it recovers quickly after the surgery, and it is reversable. Buried-suture
Double-eyelid Blepharoplasty can be divided into subcutaneous and subconjunctival using
different knotting positions. Both methods has its own advantages and disadvantages, and
the doctor will decide which one suits you the best. There is a certain probability of infec-
tion after Buried-suture Double-eyelid Blepharoplasty. However, there are no reports to be
confirmed about the difference between subcutaneous and subconjunctival according to
our investigation. To this day, we are reporting the results of the different postoperative in-
fection rate of Buried-suture Double-eyelid Blepharoplasty between subcutaneous and
subconjunctival. In this report, we investigated the difference in infection rate in 1985
cases of subcutaneous and 2193 cases of subconjunctival from January, 2016 to Decem-
ber 31, 2017.
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
